Тип урока: комбинированный
Цель: содействие овладению монологическим высказыванием на основе полученной информации по теме урока

Задачи:

развивающие:
способствовать развитию основных способов мыслительной деятельности;
создать условия для активного взаимодействия и личностного развития учащихся.
воспитательные:
содействовать воспитанию у учащихся культуры общения, формированию положительного отношения к учебе.

Методы: коммуникативный, проблемный, интерактивный, объяснительно-иллюстративный.
Применяемые формы деятельности: фронтальная, индивидуальная,  групповая, коллективная.

Ход урока
1. Организационно-мотивационный этап (5 минут, T – Cl)
Введение в атмосферу иноязычного общения. Целеполагание.
Цель этапа: установка на восприятие нового материала, включение во взаимодействие, развитие мотивации.
Задачи этапа: создать условия для самоопределения учащихся на деятельность, подготовить к работе, содействовать ситуации успеха.

Read about schools in Britain.
     There are about 40,000 schools in Britain. Most schools are mixed (boys and girls study together) and free.
     Children start school at the age of five. The first school for most British children is their local school. These schools can have from hundreds of pupils to just a few pupils in the country areas.
     Most schools in the UK start between 08:30 and 9:00 in the morning and end about 15:30 in the afternoon. On Fridays, the school day ends between 12:00 and 13:00, a few hours earlier than usual.
     Ninety percent of English pupils wear school uniform. A boy’s uniform includes trousers or shorts, a white shirt, a tie and a jumper with the school emblem on it. Girls may also wear skirts or summer school dresses. The uniform colours are different from school to school.
     There are about 500 independent schools in Britain, most of them are boarding schools (students live and study there). The most famous schools are Eton, Harrow and Winchester.

Mark: Yes, it has long traditions. Parents sometimes register their children as soon as they are born. Twenty British prime-ministers were students here and the school has produced lots of famous scientists and writers. Prince William and his brother Prince Harry studied here too.
Interviewer: So how do you feel about following in the footsteps of so many famous people?
Mark: I feel really proud!
Interviewer: Well, that’s all we’ve got time for – thanks for talking to us, Mark.
